Union, Local #998 be amended in accordance with the tentative agreements in the
attached Appendix A effective January 1, 2010.

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Appendix A

TENTATIVE AGREEMENTS
BETWEEN THE CITY OF KENOSHA AND
ATU LOCAL #998

(Note: Presently, the City employs 17 part-time bus drivers. These drivers, up until the proposed 2010-2011
labor agreement, had not been represented by the union. Thus, many of the following tentative agreements reflect
codification of existing benefits, as well as newly negotiated benefits, for part-time bus drivers.)

Recognition of Principle: (Add the following new language)

The City recognizes the principle of seniority and the Union recognizes the need of
maintaining an efficient workforce. In all matters involving the increase or decrease of
forces, layoffs, or transfers, the seniority of the employees involved shall be given primary
consideration. Skill, ability and efficiency shall be considered only where they outweigh
consideration of length of service.

Probationary Period: (Add the following new language to codify newly bargained language contained
elsewhere within the contract)

However, after a Full-time Driver or Service Attendant has passed the one hundred and
eighty (180) day probationary period in the City's service as specified herein, or a Part-time
Driver has passed the thirty-eight (38) week probationary period as specified in the
Addendum for Part-time Drivers...

Report Pay:

Bus-Drivers Employees shall be paid three-doHars<($3-00) fifteen (15) minutes per report for
making out accident reports outside of regular working hours, and such payment shall be

included in the regular paycheck.

Assigning and Picking Runs (Add the following new language to codify current practice)

Part-time drivers shall be allowed to pick their AM and PM school tripper combinations by
seniority during the fall orientation period. All other work assignments shall be distributed as
equally as possible.

Overtime (Add the following new language to codify current practice)
Except as provided in Section 18.02 of this Agreement, time and one-half shall be paid to all

transpertation-eperators employees after eight (8) hours of paid for time in each day, or after

forty (40) hours of paid for time in any work week (exclusive of allowances for sick leave,
vacations, and holiday pay).

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Provisions Governing Time Allowed, Schedule and Days Off

Empleyees Full-time Drivers shall request a trade of working day/days off on forms provided
by the City before the requested trade. Any dispute concerning the ability to trade working
day/days off shall be resolved by the Director of Transportation prior to the requested trade
day. If the Director of Transportation is not available, the decision will be made by the City
Administrator or his designee whose decision will be final. Trades may not result in
additional overtime pay in accordance with the contract and the Fair Labor Standards Act.
Once a trade has been scheduled it cannot be undone unless agreed to by both drivers. Failed
trade assignments may be covered by part-time drivers.

All Employees: Elapsed time shall be paid when the scheduled interval between pieces of
regularly scheduled runs is sixty (60) minutes or less. Elapsed time shall be paid when the
assigned interval between pieces of work in all other cases is thirty-five (35) minutes or
less. This language shall not apply to school runs.

Funeral Leave (As it pertains to this section, for Part-time employees each day shall be paid at four
(4) hours. Eligibility for paid time shall be for regularly scheduled work days.)

(A) In the event of death in an employee’s immediate family, up to three (3) days of paid
funeral leave will be allowed to attend the funeral. Funeral leave will be in addition to sick
and annual leave and shall not be charged against either. As used in this section, the term
"immediate family" shall mean husband, wife, child, step- child, parent, step-parent, mother-
in-law, father-in-law, brother or sister of the employee.

(B) In the event of the death of a brother-in-law or sister-in-law, up to one (1) day of
accumulated sick leave, if available, may be used to attend the funeral.

(C) In the event of the death of a grandparent of the employee, paid funeral leave of (1) day
will be allowed to attend the funeral. Funeral days will take precedence over any previously
scheduled days off.

For Part-time Drivers the following wage schedule shall apply for 2010 through 2011, with a
“me-too” clause should another represented bargaining unit receive an across-the-board wage
increase:

All Part-time Drivers employed by the City on January 1, 2009, shall receive a one time
payment of three-hundred dollars ($300.00) after January 1, 2011, but no later than
January 30, 2011.

Report To Work Pay (The following language codifies current practice)

If any employee reports for scheduled work at the start of his/her regularly scheduled shift,
and no work or less than two hours of work are available, he/she shall be paid a minimum of
two (2) hours at the straight time rate.

Shift Differential

Service Attendants whose work schedule starts at 2:00 P.M. or later will receive a second
shift differential of $0.30/hour for all hours of work on that shift. All Service Attendants
whose schedule ends after 10:45PM shall be paid a shift differential of $.60 per hour for
work performed after 10:00 PM. This shift differential shall not be used to compute any
benefit or overtime pay.

Insurance (Applicable only to full-time employees)

Effective January 1, 2011, all Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants will be required to
pay a five percent (5%) monthly health insurance premium. This contribution will be
waived with the participation of the employee in the City-provided health risk appraisal
(HRA). Said future insurance premiums will be affected by the preceding year’s HRA
participation.

Effective July 1, 2010, for Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants hired after January 1,
2009, the five percent (5%) monthly health insurance premium contribution will be waived

with the participation of the employee and his/her spouse in the City-provided health risk
appraisal (HRA).

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Vacations (Add the following new language)
Service Attendants shall be allowed to split up to three (3) days of accumulated leave into
half-days, using four (4) hours of leave per day, subject to adequate staffing.

The City has the right to lay off employees. The layoff of employees in any department shall

be inverse order of seniority in the occupational group within the Transportation Department.
Whenever possible, the City agrees to give the Union two (2) weeks notice before layoffs occur,
but this is not intended to prevent layoffs when such notice is not feasible. In the event of a

layoff, employees may also volunteer to be laid off. Employees volunteering to be laid off shall
be chosen in order of seniority.

Laid off Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants shall have the opportunity to bump into
Driver and Service Attendant positions occupied by employees with less seniority. Laid off
Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants who choose to bump into another occupational group
must notify the employer of his/her desire to do so within twenty-four (24) hours from the time
the employee is notified of his/her layoff. Laid off Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants
who choose to bump into another occupational group shall be placed at their current seniority
on the bumped into seniority list.

Laid off Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants shall have the opportunity to bump into
part-time positions. Laid off Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants who choose to bump
into a part-time position must notify the employer of his/her desire to do so within twenty-four
(24) hours from the time the Full-time Driver or Service Attendant is notified of his/her layoff.
Laid off Full-time Drivers and Service Attendants who choose to bump into a part-time
position shall be placed at the top of the part-time seniority list.

Part-time Supplemental Fill-in Work (Add the following new language)

The City will maintain a minimum of four (4) full-time extra-board positions on the roster.
To fill all vacancies, extra-board operators will first be assigned at straight time. When no
extra board drivers are available at straight time, part-time drivers may be used as follows:

. As fill-in for full-time drivers who are absent to conduct Union business.
. As fill-in for full-time drivers who are off due to illness.
. To perform charter work.

. When the regular streetcar operator or streetcar-relief operator’s normal work day falls
on a full-time designated holiday, that operator may choose to work that day (at straight time

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in addition to holiday pay). If that operator decides not to work, a part-time driver may be
used to fill-in (at fill-in rate in addition to holiday pay). Regular streetcar operators or
streetcar-relief operators who choose to work said holiday shall give management a minimum of
five (5) days notice.

. After (d.) above, additional part-time drivers may be used on designated holidays for
supplemental streetcar or bus work, not including fixed-route transit (at fill-in rate in addition
to holiday pay).

When available extra-board drivers and part-time drivers have been assigned work at straight
time, remaining work will be assigned at overtime to available operators. All other provisions
regarding pay shall be followed.

Use of Surveillance Equipment on Kenosha Area Transit Property (Add the
following new language):

The City of Kenosha has established the use of surveillance equipment to provide a safe and
secure environment for passengers and employees.

If used for disciplinary purposes:

Electronic surveillance equipment on Kenosha Area Transit vehicles or property may only be
used to support disciplinary measures pertaining to and when a verifiable incident or
complaint has been received, or a direct observation has been made by a member of the
management team, except in the case of misconduct such as assault, theft, robbery, cell phone
usage, or any unlawful acts.

Any other issues that arise from reviewing the video camera recordings may be used for
guidance and/or counseling.

Audio monitoring or recording will not be allowed in driver’s or Service Attendant’s areas of
transit property, excluding buses. The union has the right to review all video used as evidence
in disciplinary actions.

Addendum Pertaining to Part-time Drivers (The following is new language to be added as an
addendum to the labor agreement which spells out other benefits and conditions of employment for part-time drivers)

Extended Illness Leave:

If a Part-time employee is unavailable for work or desires an extended absence, they must
receive prior approval from the department head. In cases of illness or injury, the employee
must follow current department policy.

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Probationary Period for Part-time Drivers:

New Part-time Drivers will be regarded as probationary employees for the first thirty-eight
(38) weeks of work when they are driving on their own following their training period. Weeks
in which a Part-time Driver works less than twelve (12) hours will not be counted towards
their probationary period. If a Part-time Driver on probation is disciplined or dismissed
during the probationary period, he/she shall not have recourse through the grievance procedure.
If a Part-time Driver is disciplined or dismissed during a consecutive six (6) month period
following the completion of their probationary period, he/she shall have recourse through the
grievance procedure excluding Step 4: Arbitration.

Transfers to Full-time Employment:

In the event a permanent full-time bargaining unit position becomes available with the City
in the Transit Department, and that position is not filled by a Full-time employee as
provided for in this agreement, the City agrees to first consider qualified bargaining unit
Part-time Drivers who apply for the position and have one (1) year of seniority. In the event
the City determines, in its sole discretion, that none of the bargaining unit Part-time Drivers
are qualified for the position, then the City may fill the position with an outside applicant.
A bargaining unit Part-time Driver who accepts a full-time position within the Transit
Department will be covered under the collective bargaining agreement applicable to the full-
time position, and will be considered a transferred employee under the collective bargaining
agreement. If, during a probationary period of one-hundred eighty (180) days said
employee is found incapable of holding his/her new position or elects to switch back, he/she
shall revert to his/her former position with full seniority including time accrued during the
probationary period.

Part-time Driver Holidays:

Beginning January 1, 2011, Part-time Drivers who have obtained one (1) year of service and
who have worked a minimum of 1040 hours in the previous year shall earn four (4) hours pay
for the following holidays: Memorial Day, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day.

Part-time Drivers filling in for Full-time Drivers shall earn eight (8) hours pay at the “Step
A rate for the following holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day,
Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas Day. To be eligible for paid holidays, the employee
must work the entire scheduled work day before and after said holiday.

Furlough Day Accommodation (The following is new language to be added as an addendum to the
labor agreement which spells out concessions made by Local #998 for 2010)

*  Beginning May 30, 2010, all Full-time Drivers shall forfeit ten dollars ($10.00) per
week, through the week ending on January 1, 2011.

»  The following five (5) holidays of 2010 will be paid at the rate of four (4) hours per
holiday for all Full-time Drivers: Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day,
Thanksgiving, Christmas Day.

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In exchange for the above, the City shall not impose any furlough days for the duration of the
agreement for any represented employees. However, should the City experience a reduction in
State Tax Revenues (State Shared Revenues plus Expenditure Restraint Program) greater
than $500,000.00, the Union agrees to open this issue only of the Labor Agreement for the
second year of the Contract and discuss the possibility of mutually agreed to furlough days for
2011. Provided said furlough days are fairly applied across all City departments and
personnel, regardless of representation, the Union will not unreasonably withhold its approval
during these discussions.

Service Attendants may choose to accept (1) and (2) above, or a City designated five (5)
Sfurlough days for the year 2010.

Section: Probationary Period adds language recognizing part-time drivers as members of
Local 998. '

Section: Report Pay changes language regarding accident reports prepared outside of regular
working hours. The current rate is based on $3.00 per report plus fringe for a total of $3.56.
The proposal is based on 15 minutes per report at the driver's hourly rate and would be a
maximum of $6.34 including fringes, resulting in a fiscal impact of $2.78 per report,

Section: Assigning and Picking Runs clarifies current practice,
Section; Overtime codifies current practice.

Section: Provisions Governing Time Allowed, Schedule and Days Off codifies current
practice.

Section: Funeral Leave provision for 4 hours per day for part-time employees is a new benefit.
The same purpose as stated in paragraphs A through C for permanent employees would be
followed for part-time employees. The potential impact under paragraph A, assuming a top
step part-time employee, would be approximately $180 including fringes per event. The

potential impact under either paragraph B or C, assuming a top step part-time employee,

would be approximately $60 including fringes per event.

Section: Wages in the 2010 Adopted Budget document reflects a 0% increase. For 2011, if
another unit receives an across-the-board increase, an adjustment would be made during the
2011 budget process.

As of today
there are 16 part-time drivers that would be eligible. The potential fiscal impact would be
$5,696 including fringes for all 16 drivers. The fiscal impact needs to be addressed in the 2011
budget.

The section regarding part-time driver holidays has no fiscal impact to 2010.  On 1/1/11,
assuming that the part-time drivers who are currently employed with at least one year of
service and 1,040 hours worked in 2010, would receive this benefit, the total fiscal impact for
the 14 currently eligible drivers in 2011 would be approximately $2,509 including fringes at
2010 rates. An adjustment would be made to the 2011 budget.

The section regarding part-time drivers filling in for full-time drivers codifies current practice.

17) Section: Furlough Day Accommodation the addendum adds language regarding furlough
days for 2010, For the period May 30, 2010 through January 1, 2011 full-time drivers will
forfeit $10 per week and five holidays will be paid at 4 hours per day in lieu of taking 5
furlough days. Furlough amounts have been adjusted in the 2010 budget in the amount of
$39,110 including fringes. The cost of the alternate furlough accommodation is $34,345
including fringes. Management has agreed to postpone the filling of a supervisor position to
provide the balance of the needed funds.

The following is a summary of progressive incidents at 14416 71> Place:

» The subject property was issued a building permit for a new single-family dwelling on
08/28/07. Construction commenced, and then ceased as of 04/08/08.

+ Inlate 2008, it was noted that no activity had been recorded on the project since earlier
in the year.

= For several months, we attempted to reach the owner as well as the contractor. No
calls or messages were returned or acknowledged.

» Letters were sent to both on 11/11/08 regarding the status of the project, as well as the
open and accessible condition of the structure; and, to advise them that the building
permit had expired as of 08/28/08. No response was received.

» After discussion, it was determined that the project had been abandoned, had become a
nuisance, and was open to the elements. The building was secured by a private
contractor (hired by the City); and, the cost levied as a special assessment.

+ Additional discussion ensued, and it was determined that the structure, having been
abandoned, and with the cost of completing the project far exceeding the 50% benchmark
set by state statute, needed to be razed.

* Discussion with the City Attorney revealed that in order to issue a raze order, state
statute required that we wait two years from the date of abandonment, which we
considered to be the date of the last inspection activity — 04/08/10.

» In April of 2009, a storage pod was seen on the property. Attempts to contact the owner
and/or contractor again failed. Only by contacting the storage pod company, were we
able to get the pod removed.

« In addition, at different times we had to have the grass and weeds cut, with the costs
being levied as a special assessment.

* We have had to have the building re-secured, with the cost being levied as a special
assessment.

* We have had a contractor out to secure the insulating wrap around the structure, with
the costs being levied as a special assessment

* On February 1, 2010, we were contacted by PNC Bank (mortgage holder) claiming they
had heard we were going to issue a raze order on the structure, and that there was a
foreclosure hearing coming up in March. They asked if they could raze the structure
themselves; 1 told them that was certainly an option for them. Several similar
discussions ensued, with no resolution as to whether PNC or the owner would raze.

* Seeing no resolution from either the mortgage company, the owner, or contractor, a raze
order was signed and issued on April 8, 2010.

» The Finance Department solicited bids on May 3, 2010; bid deadline was May 27, 2010.
* Bids reviewed on May 27, 2010.

+ Contractor selected — Guelig Waste Removal & Demolition (low bid).

» Contract placed on June 7, 2010, Finance Committee and Common Council agendas.

* Upon approval, contractor has indicated a start date of June 15, 2010, with a completion
date of June 21, 2010.

2. WORK TO BE PERFORMED BY CONTRACTOR AND PRICE/COST.
CONTRACTOR, for the sum of Nine Thousand Four Hundred Sixty dollars ($9,460.00), will perform
and complete, or will cause to be performed and completed, all Work defined in this Contract, including
asbestos removal and disposal, in a good and workmanlike manner, and it will do so in accordance with
and subject to the provisions of this Contract. Work shall consist of razing the following buildings:

3. COMMENCEMENT AND DILIGENT PROSECUTION OF WORK.
CONTRACTOR will prosecute Work diligently until fully complete in accordance with this Contract.
CONTRACTOR shall obtain required permits and commence demolition Work no later than June 15,
2010. Demolition work is to be completed within seven (7) days of the start of the demolition.

CONTRACTOR, in the event of a dispute respecting quantity or quality of Work, shall
not refuse to perform Work and shall not delay the performance of Work pending the resolution of said
dispute. Arbitration is not herein provided for and unresolved disputes may be settled through the Courts.

CONTRACTOR has the duty of requesting an extension of time o complete the Work
from the CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections, in writing, prior to the time for
Contract completion, where the progress of the Work was delayed such that the Work will not be
completed on time, and CONTRACTOR was not responsible for such delay.

Services and Inspections from stopping the CONTRACTOR from proceeding with Work beyond the
time set for the completion date where the completion date was not extended.

4. CONTRACT TERM. The term of this Contract shall be from the date of execution
until each of the following:

b. Respecting warranty, until expiration of warranty term,

¢.  Respecting Indemnity and Hold Harmless Agreement and Liability Insurance, untit
claims filed, if any, are resolved, or expiration of Statute of Limitations where no claims filed.

5. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE. In the event either party should fail to fulfill in a
timely manner its obligation under this Agreement, the nonbreaching party shall thereupon have the right
to terminate the Agreement by giving a five (5} day written notice to the breaching party of such breach
and specifying the date of the termination, if the breaching party has not timely rectified and remedied the
purported breach to the satisfaction of the party that gave notice of the breach.

Should any dispute arise at any time between CONTRACTOR and CITY as to
the true meaning or requirements of this Contract, or as to the manner of execution of Work, or as to the
quality of Work executed, or as to the quality or quantity of materials use, or as to the timely completion
of the Work, the decisien of CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections shall be final and
conclusive, until and unless set aside by a Court of law.

CONTRACTOR agrees that should any decision of the Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections be chatlenged in Court, the Court may only set aside a decision of the Director
of Neighborhood Services and Inspections if it is wholly arbitrary and capricious and/or made in complete
disregard of disputed facts.

8. METHODS, LABOR, EQUIPMENT, MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES. In
addition to selecting such methods and equipment for the performance of all operations connected with
Work as will assure professional quality of Work and a rate of progress which will assure the timely
completion of Work, CONTRACTOR shall wet down the Category I non-friable asbestos in accordance
with Administrative Rule NR 415 during the Work. CONTRACTOR is responsible for furnishing all
labor, equipment, material and supplies required to perform Work.

9, SUSPENSION OF WORK BY CITY. CITY Director of Neighborhood Services
and Inspections shall have authority to suspend Work where he/she believes that CONTRACTOR is not
performing Work in accordance with this Contract. CONTRACTOR shall have no right to additional

compensation for delay or a right to an extension of time to complete Work where Work is suspended by
CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections for good cause.

10. INJUNCTIONS. Should a preliminary or temporary injunction suspend Work for a
period of time, the deadline for completion of Work shall be extended by such time as the preliminary or
temporary injunction was in effect. In the event a permanent injunction or Court order or judgment
prohibits Work, this Contract shall be null and void as of the date such injunction, Court order or
judgment becomes final, although CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to reasonable compensation for
Work performed to that date. In the event a permanent injunction, Court order or judgment reduces the
scope of Work, this Contract shall be deemed modified in accordance therewith and compensation of
CONTRACTOR shall be proportionately reduced to reflect the decrease in the scope of Work.

11. CHANGE ORDERS FOR ADDITIONAL WORK, ADJUSTMENT IN PRICE.
CONTRACTOR does not have the discretion to refuse to comply with a Change Order to increase the
scope of Work respecting the building identified in CITY Request for Proposals. Increases in the scope of
Work shall result in a determination of CONTRACTOR'S additional compensation based upon good
faith negotiation, with the Confract as a guideline. Change Orders must be approved by the CITY, and
by CONTRACTOR, and upon approval and execution, shall be considered a Contract amendment, to be
kept on file in CITY Department of Finance, and incorporated into this Contract by reference. Should
CONTRACTOR refuse to sign a Change Order under circumstances where there is no discretion to do
so, said Change Order will be in full force and effect without said signature, provided CITY Director of
Neighborhood Services and Inspections attaches thereto a written report s0 indicating.

12. CLAIMS AND DEADLINES FOR ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION. Any
claim by CONTRACTOR for additional compensation arising out of extenuating circumstances not
covered by this Contract shall be submitted, in written form, to the CITY Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections within fourteen (14) calendar days of the event giving rise to or forming the
basis for such claim, or be deemed forever waived. When the claim for additional compensation involves
work which will be covered and unavailable for inspection within said fourteen (14) day period of time,
then CONTRACTOR  shall promptly provide CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections with informal notice and an opportunity for inspection although a formal claim need not be
filed earlier than as above provided. CONTRACTOR further has a duty to, from time to time, notify
CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections of any facts or events which may lead to a
claim for additional compensation as soon as CONTRACTOR is aware of such facts or events.

13. WAIVER OF RIGHTS. No failure to exercise, or delay in exercising, any right,
power or remedy hereunder on the part of cither party shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor shall any
single or partial exercise of any other right, power or remedy preclude any other further exercise thereof
or the exercise of any other right, power or remedy. No express waiver shall affect any event or default
other than the event of default specified in such waiver, and any such waiver, to be effective, must be in
writing and shall be operative only for the time and to the extent expressly provided therein. A waiver of
any covenant, term or condition contained herein shall not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent
breach of the same covenant, term or condition.

14. SUBCONTRACTORS, MAJOR SUPPLIERS, AND DUMPING OR
DISPOSAL SITES. CONTRACTOR will only use subcontractors, major suppliers and dumping or
disposal sites approved by CITY. Any changes in subcontractors, major suppliers, and dumping or
disposal sites must be approved by CITY, CONTRACTOR is responsible for the Work of

subcontractors and for delays in Work occasioned thereby.
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CONTRACTOR has a duty to remove and replace subcontractors whose involvement in
Work will result in a breach of this Contract.

15. CONTROL AND PROTECTION OF WORK SITE. CONTRACTOR shall be
responsible for the control and protection of Work site from commencement of Work until Work is
completed. CONTRACTOR shall keep the site secure and inaccessible to the public.

16. SALVAGE RIGHTS. CONTRACTOR shall have all salvage rights by virtue of
this contract.

17. WARRANTY. CONTRACTOR will replace any Work which is defective or not
in conformity with this Contract at no cost to CITY for a period of one (1) year after final acceptance of
Work by CITY.

18. CITY COOPERATION. CITY will reasonably cooperate with CONTRACTOR
to facilitate CONTRACTOR'S performance of Work. CONTRACTOR will provide reasonable notice
to CITY when the assistance thereof is requested. However, CITY has no obligation to supervise or
perform any part of Work.

19. GOVERNMENTAL PERMITS AND APPROVALS, CONTRACTOR is fully
responsible, at CONTRACTOR'S cost and expense, to procure such permits and approvals as may be
required from any governmental body, including the CITY, as a precondition o the performance of
Work, including, but not limited to, Razing Permit and permits to temporarily obstruct streets, and a
demolition permit from the State of Wisconsin, Department of Natural Resources, where an exemption is
not applicable,

20. LAW, RULES AND REGULATIONS. CONTRACTOR shall comply with all
Federal, State and local laws, rules and regulations applicable to the performance of this Contract and
Work. This Contract shall be deemed made in and construed under the laws of the State of Wisconsin,

21. CONTRACTOR'S EMPLOYEES AND ON-SITE REPRESENTATIVES.
Aithough CONTRACTOR performs Work as an independent Contractor, CITY Director of
Neighborhood Services and Inspections shall have the right to request CONTRACTOR to remove and
replace any of CONTRACTOR'S employees involved in Work when said employee does not furnish
quality workmanship or is uncooperative with or disrespectful to any CITY personnel associated with
Work. CONTRACTOR will comply with any reasonable request.

CONTRACTOR, at all times Work is being performed, shall assign an employee or
agent on the Work site to be the person to whom CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections may furnish instructions or orders, or make inquiries of at all times when Work is being
performed. The name of such employee or agent shall be submitted to CITY Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections, in writing, upon commencement of Work.

22. WATER USE. CONTRACTOR has the obligation of arranging with the Kenosha
Water Utility for the use of water and and may not use any Kenosha Water Utility hydrants or other water
source without making arrangements in advance.

CONTRACTOR, where water is required, will be required to obtain a Hydrant Permit
and meter from the Kenosha Water Utility, 4401 Green Bay Road. A deposit and fee will be required to
be paid by CONTRACTOR.
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23. SANITATION AND HEALTH, CONTRACTOR has the obligation of arranging
for drinking water and sanitary conveniences for employees, subcontractors, suppliers, and agents thereof
and for taking such Work site precautions as will deter the spread of infectious diseases.
CONTRACTOR shall not use materials in such manner as to pose a health hazard. CONTRACTOR
shall obey all lawful orders received from a County Health Department Sanitarian, or from any duly
authorized employee of any Federal or State agency having jurisdiction over employee public health,
safety or welfare.

24. INSPECTION. CITY has the right, at its cost and expense, to assign or retain
inspectors to determine that Work is in conformance with the Contract. However, only CITY Director of
Neighborhood Services and Inspections can reject Work. The use of inspectors by CITY shall not relieve
CONTRACTOR of the duty of making its own inspections and of itself rejecting improper or defective
Work, by its employees, subcontractors, suppliers and agents. The failure of a CITY inspector to notice
or reject improper or defective work shall not waive any rights of CITY Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections to have CONTRACTOR take corrective action at CONTRACTOR'S cost and
expense to remedy such deficiencies or defects, when discovered. The use of inspectors by CITY shall
not relieve CONTRACTOR of its duty to maintain a safe workplace.

25. WORKMANSHIP. Workmanship shall conform to the best standard practice in
Southeastern Wisconsin. Equipment and procedures used must be suitable to and compatible with the
nature of the Work, Work site and prevailing year-round weather conditions which affect Work and the
Work site.

26. UTILITIES. CONTRACTOR has the obligation of obtaining utility locations,
clearances, hookups or cutoffs directly from the refevant utility at CONTRACTOR'S cost and expense.

27. CLEANUP. CONTRACTOR shall at all times keep the site of easements and off-
site areas related to Work, including all right-of-ways, streets, highways, alleys and private or public
property adjacent to the Work site, in a clean and sanitary condition, free from any rubbish, debris,
surplus or wasle materials that have accumulated as a result of Work.

CONTRACTOR shall also remove all surplus materials, tools, equipment or plants,
feaving the Work site and the sites of casements and areas related to Work, unobstructed, clean and
sanitary, ready for their intended use and in as safe a condition as their nature will reasonably permit.
Should CONTRACTOR neglect any such duty, CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections may cause any such Work to be performed at CONTRACTOR'S cost and expense.

28. FOUNDATIONS AND EXCAVATIONS. CONTRACTOR assumes all risks
and costs and expenses associated with foundations and excavations, including collapse, damage to
abutting public or private property and problems associated with subsurface or surface waters, ice or
SNOW,

29. PAYMENT OF EMPLOYEES, MINIMUM  WAGE  SCALE,
SUBCONTRACTORS AND SUPPLIERS. CONTRACTOR shall promptly pay all employees,
subcontractors and suppliers for all work, labor, services, supplies or materials which they may directly or
indirectly furnish in the fulfillment of this Contract and CONTRACTOR shall secure, as soon as
possible, a waiver of liens or the release of any and all liens which may attach as a result of the Work.
CONTRACTOR, as a condition of payment, shall execute an Affidavit Respecting Construction Lien
Waivers/Releases and file such document with CITY Director of Finance. CONTRACTOR, under
Section 5.10 of the City of Kenosha Code of General Ordinances, is required to pay their employees in
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accordance with a minimum wage scale determined by the State Department of Workforce Development
whenever demolition costs for a building exceed Ten Thousand ($10,000.00) Dollars.  the
CONTRACTOR shall keep full and accurate records, clearly indicating the name and trade or
occupation of every laborer, worker, or mechanic employed in connection with the Project, and an
accurate record of the hours worked by each employee and the actual wages paid therefor.
CONTRACTOR shall submit an affidavit with the final request for payment stating they they have
complied with all the prevailing wage conditions.

30. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES FOR DELAYS IN CONTRACT COMPLETION.
In the event that CONTRACTOR fails to fully and completely perform Work within the time limit or
time extension provided, CONTRACTOR shall pay to CITY for such default the sum of One Hundred
($100.00) Dollars per day, for each and every day's delay in the fulfillment of this Contract provision.

This sum shall be considered and treated not as a penalty, but as fixed, agreed and
liquidated damages due CITY from CONTRACTOR.

31. RIGHTS OF CITY UPON CONTRACTOR DEFAULT. CONTRACTOR
recognizes the right of CITY to suspend Work, to order the revision of nonconforming Work, to relet all
or part of Work or 1o itself perform such Work as may be required to ensure the timely completion of
Work or to replace improper or defective Work, as determined necessary by CITY Director of
Neighborhood Services and Inspections. However, none of the above shall relieve CONTRACTOR of
its obligations under this Contract.

32. OVERPAYMENTS AND SETOFFS UNRELATED TO CONTRACT.
CONTRACTOR will promptly, upon receipt of written demand from CITY Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections, refund any overpayments received thereby. Should CONTRACTOR not
comply with said request within thirty (30) days of receipt of written notice, CONTRACTOR shall pay
CITY interest for said amount at the rate of one (1%) percent per month on the unpaid balance, until paid
in full.

Should CONTRACTOR owe CITY any money which is fawfully due and payable on
any account receivable or on any personal property tax, forfeiture or fee, whether or not related to Work
under this Contract, CONTRACTOR authorizes CITY to deduct said amount from any payment due
CONTRACTOR hereunder.

33. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS. CONTRACTOR, during the performance of Work,
shall assume control of the Work site and put up and properly maintain, at CONTRACTOR'S cost and
expense, adequate barriers, warning signs, lights and such other devices and take such measures as will
make Work site as safe as the nature of the premises will reasonably permit to protect frequenters as well
as persons using abutting private or public property, from any and all dangers associated with Work,
during both day and night hours. CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections may order
CONTRACTOR, by a time or date certain, to take designated safety measures and the failure of
CONTRACTOR to promptly obey said order shall result in liquidated damages of Five Hundred
($500.00) Dollars per day for each day said order is not complied with. CONTRACTOR shall be fully
responsible for making the Work site as safe as its nature will reasonably permit and may not rely upon
any inspections, instructions or orders of CITY Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections or
CITY inspectors or lack thereof, in this regard. CONTRACTOR has an obligation to check warning
and safety devices on a daily basis.

34, PAYMENT — ACCEPTANCE OF WORK. Payment shall be made by CITY

¢ Payment will not be made for so long as any order relative to seeking compliance
with the Contract made to CONTRACTOR by CITY Director of Neighborhood
Services and Inspections is not complied with. Payment will be reduced by the
amount of any claim which CITY may have against CONTRACTOR for improper,
defective or rejected work or liquidated damages due to delay in the schedule of time

CONTRACTOR acknowledges that it is an independent contractor and that its
employees and agents are not the employees of the CITY for purposes of Worker's and Unemployment
Compensation or any other purpose. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for Worker's and
Unemployment Compensation with respect to its employees.

36. PROHIBITIONS AS TO ASSIGNMENT, SUBCONTRACTING AND JOINT

Raze and remove the complete structure. Contractor also to be responsible for removal of
driveway, driveway approach, the garage and garage slab, other slabs, all service sidewalks, shrubs
along garage, and all debris, Contractor is further responsible for the proper removal and disposal
of all asbestos materials on site.

ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIAL.

No asbeslos is present on this structure.

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Long Grass and Weed Control Program
Operating Plan

Purpose

The purpose of the City's Long Grass and Weed Control Program is to recognize
the private and public benefits resulting from the safe, sanitary, and attractive
maintenance of commercial buildings, residential buildings, structures, accessory
buildings, yards, or vacant areas. Attractive and well maintained property will
enhance the City's neighborhoods and the City, and provide a suitable
environment for increasing physical and monetary values.

AUTHORITY

Authority for the Long Grass and Weed Control Program is found in Section 16.17
F and G (Property Maintenance Code) of the City's Code of General Ordinances.
The cutting or destroying of noxious weeds is also authorized and required under
Section 66.0407 of the Wisconsin Statutes incorporated herein by reference,
These ordinances establish minimum requirements for the maintenance of
exterior areas and authorize the City's Director of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections to have any exterior area cut in order to maintain those standards.

OFFICIALS IN CHARGE

A. The Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections annually, on or
before May 15, shall be appointed Weed Commissioner and shall take the
official oath. :

B. The Director of Neighborhood Services and Inspections may delegate his
authority under City ordinance and state statutes to the Supervisor of
Property Maintenance, who shall be responsible for keeping a record of
the property on which grass and weeds were cut and charges for such
cutting; and, for inspecting properties on which grass and noxious weeds
are reported and the cutting of said grass and weeds when found.

LONG GRASS AND WEED COMPLAINTS

A, The City wilt accept complaints for-long grass and/or weeds throughout
the year.
B. The City will not issue orders for long grass and/or weed violations if

weather/snow cover prevents the property owner or the City's contractor
from cutting or removing the grass/weeds.
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GENERAL PROGRAM SCOPE AND POLICIES

A,

The City will annually, on or before May 15, publish a Class 2 Notice under
Chapter 985 Wisconsin Statutes, that every person is required by {aw to
destroy all noxious weeds on lands in the City of Kenosha which the
person owns, occupies, or controls.

As stated in Section 66.98, it shall NOT be necessary to give written notice

" by mail, or verbal notification, to the owner or occupant of lands upon

which noxious weeds are found to exist. The City will attempt, however,
to provide a five (5) day written notice to owners or occupants to cut or
destroy noxious weeds and long grass found to exist. The City will use a
standard notice to notify owners or occupants.

Long grass or weeds shall be cut upon complaint of a citizen who
identifies himself and provides an address of the area with long grass or
weeds or when identified by the Director of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections or his/her designees.

Complaints received by the Department of Neighborhood Services and
Inspections shall be assigned to the Supervisor of Property Maintenance
for inspection to ascertain the existence of Long Grass and/or Canada
Thistle, Leafy Spunge, Field Bindweed (Creeping Jenny) and such other
weeds as are defined in "Weeds of the North Central States,” North
Central Regional Research Publication No. 281, Bulletin 772, University of
Itlinois at Champaign, College of Agriculture, Agricultural Experiment
Station or that have grown to a height of 8" or more.

All complaints shall be processed in accordance with the program
policies and procedures.

If, after reinspection, long grass or noxious weeds are stitl found in a
vacant or an improved lot, the cutting of such property shall be assigned
by the Supervisor of Property Maintenance for action. The Supervisor of
Property Maintenance shall record the lot location, date, contractor,
costs, and other pertinent data relating to the work of cutting said
property. The lot location shall be further recorded in the Department’s
records. The City is not responsible for cutting flowers, vegetation,
bushes, and plants that are obscured by weeds.

Long grass and weed cutting on private property may occur throughout
the year subject to weather/seasonal conditions.

The City may also contract to cut/destroy long grass and weeds on all
railroad property in the City's corporate limits throughout the year subject
to weather/seasonal conditions. All complaints and contracted work shall
be processed in accordance with the program’s policies and procedures.
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The City may contract all cutting and clean-up done under this program.

VI.  GRASS AND WEED CUTTING GUIDELINES

A.

Improved Lots. Grass and weeds shall be cut on the entire lot. Debris,
litter, and excessive clippings shall be removed.

Vacant Lots in Developed Areas. Grass and weeds shall be cut on the
entire lot. Debris, litter, and excessive clippings shall be removed.

Vacant Lots in Undeveloped Areas. Grass and weeds shall be cut back
fifteen feet (15') from the public right-of-way and fifteen feet (15°) from

~ all adjacent lots on which structures have been built. Debris, litter, and

excessive clippings shall be removed. Anyone disputing the determination
by the Department of Neighborhood Services and Inspections that an area
is developed or undeveloped may file an appeal to the Board of Housing
Appeals for final determination.

VIl.  METHOD OF ASSESSMENT

A,

The City of Kenosha shall establish the amount to be charged for long
grass and weed cutting annually. :

The charge for cutting may be on a unit cost per square foot plus labor
costs or alternative unit costs established by the Finance Department, the
Department of Neighborhood Services and Inspections, and the contractor.

The charge to be levied to the property owner shall be the equivalent of
contractor costs plus the administrative costs of processing the Special
Assessment.

Vill.  CHARGES FOR WEED CUTTING

A.

The costs for long grass/weed cutting will be established based on
competitive bids secured by the City of Kenosha Finance Department.
The administrative costs for processing any grass and weed cutting costs
as Special Assessments shall be assessed in accordance with City
Ordinance.

IX.  DISPUTED SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS FOR GRASS/WEED CUTTING

A.

Any property owner who disputes a Special Assessment for grass or weed
cutting shall submit a written claim to the City Clerk/Treasurer for review
in accordance with the City's policy for processing such claims.

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SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND RELEASE

EMS Division Chief Richard Meeker (“Meeker™) has filed a Notice of Claim pursuant to
Wis. Stat. § 893.80, and has authorized his attorney to send correspondence to the City of
Kenosha (“City”) regarding legal action related to several job-related claims against the City and
its employees. Meeker has asserted claims against the City alleging violations of the Age
Discrimination in Employment Act, 29 U.8.C. § 621, et. seq, 42 U.S.C. § 1983, and Wis. Stats.
§ 62.13.

The City asserts that it has not violated any law with respect to Meeker and that Meeker
has been treated as any other City employee. However, Meeker acknowledges that the City does
not admit to any wrongdoing by entering into this Agreement. The parties have entered into this
Agreement to move forward and avoid the cost and uncertainty of litigation and to settle all
claims asserted by Meeker (except as provided herein).

THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED:

L. CONSIDERATION AND CITY’S OBLIGATIONS.

11 In consideration of the release and undertakings set forth below
Meeker will be transferred to the position of Division Chief for Quality Control and
Public Health (“Division Chief’) under supervision of the Director of Kenosha
City/County Joint Services.
(a) As Division Chief, Meeker will receive the same benefits as other
exempt officers of the City of Kenosha Fire Department.

(b) Meeker will receive the same across the board wage increase as

other exempt officers of the City of Kenosha Fire Department.
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(d)

In the event that the Kenosha City/County Joint Services dissolves,
Meeker will be assigned to the same position in the City’s dispatch
center.

The City agrees that Meeker can continue to use the City vchicle
assigned to Meeker. The City agrees to maintain and replace the
vehicle as necessary. Meeker can only use the vehicle as permitted
under Fire Department guidelines. The vehicle cannot be used for
personal use.

The City agrees that Meeker can continue to use the Department
laptop assigned to Mecker. Meeker can use the laptop only for
work related purposes and not for personal use. Also, it is
expected that he will make use of the computer resources available
to him at the Dispatcher Center for any job related computer use.
Meeker’s hours of work in his position with the Kenosha
City/County Joint Services will normally be Monday through
Friday, with a regular starting time between 7 and 8:30 a.m., The
work day is eight hours with an additional one half hour unpaid
lunch break. The parties recognize that while Mecker has general
discretion to begin work between 7 and 8:30 a.m., the hours may
be flexible on occasion to meet the needs of the Dispatch Center,

as determined by the Director of Kenosha City/County Joint

Services.

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(g)  The City agrees to remove any written reprimands from Meeker’s
personnel file or any other file at the City through the date hereof.

(h)  Any job reference or inquiry relating to Meeker shall only be
responded to by the City’s Director of Human Resources and
Meeker shall endeavor to direct all such inquiries to the City’s
Director of Human Resources,.who shall confirm only dates of
employment, rate(s) of pay and job titles/duties.

1.2 Meeker acknowledges the sufficiency of the consideration.

2, MEEKER’S OBLIGATIONS

2.1  Meeker is required to participate in good faith in all training and
maintain all certifications required by the Fire Department for Division Chiefs, and shall
be fairly evaluated. Meeker will be provided the same opportunity to take any classes
required for certifications as other Division Chiefs..

2.2  Meeker acknowledges the terms of the job description attached
hereto as Exhibit A and affirms that to the best of his ability he will perform the duties
and responsibilities of this position.

2.3  The City and Meeker recognize and agree that, although Meeker is
an officer in the Fire Department, only the current Director of Kenosha City Joint
Services (or any successor) can discipline him. Meeker shall, at all times, have the rights
and protections as provided under § 62.13 Wis. Stats. in connection with any such

discipline.

3. RELEASE AND PROMISE NOT TO SUE.

3
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3.1 In consideration of the undertaking set forth in this agreement,
Meeker, on behalf of himself, his heirs, beneficiaries, successors and assigns, full and
forever releases and discharges the City and its insurers, agents, directors, officers,
employees and representatives from any and all claims, demands, liabilities, rights of
action and damages whatsoever, whether known or unknown, anticipated or
unanticipated, arising out of or in any way connected with Meeker’s employment with
the City (except for any claim by Meeker for his legal fees incurred in connection with
this matter to date, and which claims shall not be the subject of any state or federal court
lawsuit). This includes, but is not limited to, a release of any rights or claims Meeker may
have under any federal, state, or local law, including, but not limited to, the Americans
With Disabilities Act, the Rehabilitation Act, the Age Discrimination in Employment
Act, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Equal Pay Act, the federal Family and
Medical Leave Act, the Wisconsin Family and Medical Leave Act, the Wisconsin Fair
Employment Act, Wis. Stat. § 62.13, 42 U.S.C. § 1981, 42 U.S.C. § 1983 and any other
state law counterparts.

3.2 By this Agreement, Meeker intends to extinguish any and all
claims he has against the City for anything arising out of or in any way connected with
his employment with the City arising up to the date of this Agreement.

4. NO ADMISSION OF LIABILITY.

The negotiation and signing of this Agreement does not mean that either party acted

wrongfully or unlawfully toward the other party. In making this Agreement, the City adamantly

denies that it has violated any law with respect to Meeker or that it has otherwise breached any

legal obligation to him. Meeker acknowledges that the City makes no admission of any

4
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wrongdoing by entering into this Agreement. The parties have entered into this Agreement to

buy their peace and to avoid the cost of litigation.

3. REPRESENTATIONS.

5.1 Mecker represents he has complete authority to accomplish the actions and
undertake the obligations stated in this document.

5.2 Meeker represents and agrees that prior to signing this Agreement, the City
fully advised him, in writing, by this paragraph, to consult with an attorney of his
choosing and that he has done so. Meeker further represents and agrees that the City
gave him at least twenty-one (21) days to consider this Agreement. Regardless of
whether Meeker chooses to consider this Agreement for the entire 21-day period, Meeker
acknowledges that his execution of this Agreement is knowing and voluntary, without
any undue influence, duress, coercion, or any type of pressure by the City.

5.3 Meeker acknowledges that, in executing this Agreement, he relied upon his
own knowledge of the facts and upon statements of law and facts made to him by his
counsel; he has not relied upon or received any representations, statements of fact or
promises other than as stated above to induce him to enter into this Agreement; and this
Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.

6. RIGHT TO RESCIND.

Meeker has been informed of his right to rescind this Agreement insofar as it extends to
any potential claims under the Age Discrimination in Employment Act. Meeker may rescind his

release of any claims arising out of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act within seven (7)

calendar days following execution of this Agreement. To be effective, notice of rescission must

be in writing and delivered, either by hand or mail, to Daniel G. Vliet, Davis & Kuelthau, s.c.,

5
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111 East Kilbourn Avenue, Suite 1400, Milwaukee, Wisconsin 53202, within the applicable
rescission period. I notice of recission is delivered by mail, it must be:
(a) postmarked within the recission period;
(b)  properly addressed to Daniel G. Vliet as set forth in this paragraph;
and
(c) sent via certified mail, return receipt requested.

7. CONSTRUCTION AND APPLICABLE LAW,

7.1 This Agreement sets forth the entire intent of and understanding
between the parties with respect to the subject matter of this agreement and
supersedes all prior discussions, negotiations and agreements between them.
Neither party shall be bound by any condition, definition, representation or
warranty other than expressly provided in this Agreement or as subsequently set
forth in writing and signed by the parties.

7.2 No failure on the part of either party to exercise, and no delay in
exercising, any right or remedy provided in this Agreement, shall operate as a
waiver of such right or remedy.

7.3 This Agreement shall be construed, governed and interpreted in
accordance with the laws of Wisconsin, If any of its provisions are held to be
invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall
not affect any of the other provisions of this Agreement. It is the intent of the

parties that the provisions of this Agreement are severable.

7.4 This Agreement may not be deemed or construed to have been

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE CLASS

This position status is a sworn protected class member of the City of Kenosha Fire Department. Under
the direction of the Director of City and County Joint Services, this position is responsible for the
development, delivery and maintenance of quality and effective Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD)
education/training programs to reduce employee and public health risks. The incumbent is responsible
for training & education of Emergency Medical Dispatching within the dispatch center.
Responsibilities include maintaining confidential records. This position also functions as a community
advocate for Joint Services dispatchers. Performs other duties as required or assigned by the Joint
Services Director.

EXAMPLES OF ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS (illustrative only)

e Develops and coordinates in-service medical training programs for the City and County Joint
Services Dispatch Center to ensure emergency medical calls are properly handled in the initial
phase to ensure proper instructions are being provided to callers, as well as to the EMS
providers.

e Responsible for recertification and training of Emergency Medical Dispatchers on new medical

standards under the direction of the EMD Physician Medical Director.

May participate in long-range strategic planning of EMD services.

Attends meetings when necessary.

Demonstrates emergency medical service (EMS) performance skills to dispatchers.

Analyzes and interprets technical manuals and protocols.

Prepares and submits reports and written correspondence; complies and maintains accurate

records and statistical data.

» Responsible for training Joint Services employees on CPR/Defibrillator training program for
dispatchers.

s May participate in new employee orientation as it relates to Emergency Medical Dispatching.

e May work with the EMD Physician Medical Director and Joint Service Director to address
quality of public health care issues that may arise from EMD services.

e May act as a liaison with other agencies and/or community groups relative to Joint Services'
Emergency Medical Dispatching education/training programs under the direction of Joint
Service Director.

e Attends available EMD training or other in-services/education to maintain current on the latest
EMD or EMS practices to teach employees.

Participate in career recruitment efforts for dispatchers.

Reviews and develops organizational polices on general health issues (i.e. Infectious disease

control) and educates Joint Services employees on same.

o Performs other duties as required or assigned by the Joint Service Director.

Knowledge of Emergency Medical Dispatch procedures.

Knowledge of emergency medical technology techniques and methodologies, including basic
and advanced life support.

Knowledge of City and County geography and of the location of roads and streets.

Ability to express ideas clearly and concisely, orally and in writing.

Ability to be flexible to work some evening and night hours to provide EMD education or to
evaluate the quality of EMD services offered by Joint Services.

Understands general principles of quality care review methods relating to Emergency Medical
Dispatching.

Ability to organize work, coordinate resources and review work performed by Dispatchers.
Ability to be in a stressful work environment when the dispatch center is under high demand.
Able use of Microsoft Office, including word, excel, and power point, outlook and CISCO
computer programs.

Must be able to Multi-task.

Ability to maintain confidentiality of medical information where appropriate.

Physical Requirements:

TO PROVIDE A CONTRIBUTION FOR ATTORNEY
FEES INCURRED BY RICHARD MEEKER

WHEREAS, Richard Meeker has been employed by the City of Kenosha in
Protective Services-Fire Fighting since September 6, 1988; and,

WHEREAS, Richard Meeker most recently has been serving in protective service
with the title of Division Chief for Quality Control and Public Health, having previously served as
Division Chief of Emergency Medical Services; and,

WHEREAS, Richard Meeker indicated in a hearing before the Finance
Committee that he perceived persecution from members of the Fire Department while he served
in the capacity Division Chief of Emergency Medical Services; and,

WHEREAS, said perception of perceived persecution was in part based upon
personal experience and in part upon his observations of others who have served in the
Emergency Medical Services Division or had worked closely with this Division, which others had
left the employment of the City while allegedly being persecuted; to wit, Division Chief of
Training Matthew Hurtienne and Assistant Division Chief of Emergency Medical Services Leif
Erickson, and,

WHEREAS, the facts surrounding the perception of Division Chief Meeker were
complex to the point that attorneys representing the City came to differing opinions of the
potential liability to the City; and

WHEREAS, in making a request for reimbursement of some of his legal
expenses, Mr. Meeker indicated to the Finance Committee that he has incurred legal expenses
in the approximate amount of ;and,

WHEREAS, the Common Council finds that Division Chief Meeker's request for

reimbursement differs from other instances of requests for reimbursement in that his perception,
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although erroneous was not unreasonable; that the facts of Division Chief Meeker's situation
were complex resulting in certain advice from City officials upon which Division Chief Meeker
acted; and that the result of Division Chief Meeker's disagreement with the City was a
settlement acceded to by Division Chief Meeker without resort to litigation, which settlement
included a result that addressed some of his concerns; and,

WHEREAS, although there was no wrong doing on behalf of City officials with
regard to Division Chief Meeker, nonetheless, the Common Council finds this to be an
extraordinary circumstance such that without establishing any precedent for reimbursement in
any similar circumstance, the Finance Committee has been moved to recommend to the

Common Council to reimburse Division Chief Meeker $ as a contribution toward

his legal fees.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that despite there be no wrong doing
perpetrated by any City official toward Division Chief Meeker, nonetheless, due to the
extraordinary circumstances surrounding Division Chief Meeker's hiring of an attorney, the City
of Kenosha hereby agrees to reimburse Division Chief Meeker $ toward legal fees

incurred with regard to his adverse action toward the City.
