CATIONS / PROCEDURE

Alderman Poizin representing the district has been notified. All the property owners within the neighborhood boundaries
and the Town of Somers were advised of the October 8 public hearing. Individuals attending were advised that the City
Plan Commission would defer the item and review the item at the October 22 meeting.

Per Wisconsin Statutes, the City Plan Commission has the responsibility to prepare land use plans.

Staff previously held neighborhood meetings with the property owners to obtain input on the land use plan for the area.
The City Plan Commission held a public hearing on October 8 at which time three alternatives were presented. The City

Plan Commission obtained input from residents and deferred action on the iter to allow staff time to evaluate the
comments.

Based on input staff received, a fourth alternative was prepared. This alternative includes a possible park location,
establishes density levels for the multi-family development of between 12 to 15 units per acre, depending on the location

and establish a minimum lot size for single-family lots of 10,000 square feet. Additional detail on this aiternative wili be
presented at the meeting.
