
FALL  MOTORCOACH  TOUR  ITINERARY:
Day 1 Monday, October 13 Depart Kenosha and travel to Akron, OH where
you'll spend the night. A lunch stop will be made in Indiana.
Day 2 Tuesday, October 14 On to Pennsylvania to visit the Gettysburg
Museum and Visitor Center at Gettysburg National Military Park. This new facility
houses 300,000 Civil War artifacts and 700,000 archival pieces to help visitors learn
why the battle was a turning point in the Civil War. Stay at the historic Gettysburg Hotel.
Dinner is at the Dobbin House Tavern, an 1776 stone home restored as a restaurant.
Day 3 Wednesday, October 15 Breakfast will be at the hotel before departing for
a narrated tour of the Gettysburg Battlefield. Gettysburg National Military Park guides
and Lance Herdegen will be providing commentary as you tour the battlefield. The
rest of the day is free for you to explore Gettysburg.
Day 4 Thursday, October 16 Journey to Antietam National Battlefield. Lance
provides background on the bloodiest one-day battle in the Civil War. Visit the Pry
House Field Hospital  Museum which served as Union General McClellan's
headquarters during the battle. In the afternoon, visit Harpers Ferry, WV, the site of
John Brown's attack on slavery, the largest surrender of Federal troops during the
Civil War, and the education of former slaves in one of the earliest integrated schools
in the U.S. Tonight you will stay in Frederick, MD.
Day 5 Friday, October 17 Visit the National Museum of Civil War Medicine.
The Museum tells the story of care and healing, courage and devotion amidst the
death and destruction of war. It is also a story of major advances that changed
medicine forever. Explore historic Frederick, MD; designated one of America's
"Dozen Distinct Destinations" by The National Trust for Historic Preservation.
Day 6 Saturday, October 18 Your first stop is Winchester, VA; headquarters of
"Stonewall" Jackson, an 1854 Hudson River Gothic Revival-style house. Travel back
to early pre-Revolutionary War days at George Washington's office, an 18th century
log and stone building. Enjoy time on your own to relive the Civil War era at the Battle
of Cedar Creek reenactment.
Day 7 Sunday, October 19 Time to begin your return to the 21st Century!
Stay at the Sauder Heritage Inn in Archbold, OH
Day 8 Monday, October 20 Complete your tour with a stop at the University
of Notre Dame late morning. A guided tour provides you with history of this famous
academic and religious (and football!) institution. You'll be home in time for dinner
